Tools required for assembly: Cross head screwdriver (not supplied).

Assembly Instructions

To assemble the wheels and friction blocks
1. Turn the walker upside down. Push the wheels in fo the corresponding holes on the base of the walker.
NOTE. The rear wheels have a rubber band running around them. Push the stems of the friction blocks info

the corresponding holes and secure in place with the supplied screws. Fig 1.

To open the frame
2. Whilst holding down the base of the walker, lift the fop tray sharply until you feel it click into place. It
should click three times but these clicks will be close together. Once done, the walker should now e in the

highest setting. Fig 2

To affach the seat unit

3. Thread the fabric straps on the bottom of the seat attachment points through the slots in the groove
running around the seating areo. From underneath, pull the strap through and push the plastic tab over
the semicircular pin. Fig3.

Toremove the seat, pull the fabric strap so that the plastic fab unhooks from the locking pin and thread it
through the slot running around the seating areo.

To atffach the musical toy tfray and decorative mirrors
4. Insert the foy fray info the recess. From underneath, push the keys slightly up and turn 9O degrees.
Fig 4.

To remove the musical tray, turn the locking keys 9O degrees and pull out the tray from the recess.

Height selection and folding

5. Facing the front of the walker, turn the red folding catch (found underneath the top tray), 9O degrees
and then pullit fowards you. You should feel the height adjuster release and the top of the walker start o
drop. Then immediately release the folding catch to allow the walker to lower in to the next setting down.
This can then be repeated for the lowest height setting.

To completely fold the walker, simply do not release the red catch until the walker has dropped at least
six inches. Then release the catch and the walker should fold all the way down. Fig 5.



General Care:

-The correct use and maintenance of this walker is
essential.

-Ensure that both of the child’s feet reach the floor.
-Do not use excessive force when adjusting the
walker.

- Always store the walker in a dry ploce.

-Individual foys on the oy tray are not replaceable.
-Do not alfer the toy tray by adding toys or cutting
existing ones away, this could be dangerous.

Cleaoning:

- The seat unit may be spot cleaned by using a
sponge with a mild soop and warm water solution.
Leave fo dry in a ventiloted area away from direct
sunlight. Do not dry clean, machine wash, bleach or
fumble dry.

-Metal parts may be cleaned with a domp cloth.
Always wipe dry.

-Clean plastic parts (excluding tray) with a mild
soop and warm water solution.

-The tray may be wiped clean with a domp cloth
and dried with a dry cloth.

- Avoid leaving the walker in direct sunlight for
prolonged periods of time as this may cause
fabrics to fade.

Maintenance:

- Check that nothing is loose or broken and that no
sharp edges have been exposed. Replace any
damaoged parts immediotely.

-Routinely inspect all studs, nuts and screws for
fightness. Check the seat attachment points,
ensure they are secured.

-Never use this product without the friction blocks.
-Do not use accessories or replacement parts
other than those opproved by the manufocturer.
